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Projectile Points: Type Descriptions

KINNEY

‘This unstemmed, triangular to elongate-triangular point has a slight-
ly to deeply concave base.

Weir and Doran (1980) named a similar form found at the Anthon
site “Anthon,” but a subsequent analysis by Glen Goode suggested that
“Anthon” is really a knife in the last stage of thinning (F. Weir, per-
sonal communication).
